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This is the year we have been asked to focus on the third of the three priorities
from our 2003 Archdiocesan Synod: iMissioni. Every baptised Catholic is called to
mission. A few are called to leave their country to proclaim the Christian message
by teaching, by works of charity or simply by their presence. For most of us our
mission is at home, in the workplace, in society. The mission of a Carmelite is her
whole life of prayer for the Church. This issue features yet another Carmelite,
Teresa of Los Andes, the prst Saint for the missionary Church of Chile, a young
woman of only 19 who lived early last century and who was canonised by John Paul
11 in 1993. We recently saw a set of pve videos on her life, excellently produced by
St. Paulis in her native country - in Spanish, of course, but with English sub-titles.

In keeping with this theme of mission we have printed some extracts from emails
sent by Janine King, a young volunteer working in India with FIDESCO, the Paris
based missionary outreach of Emmanuel Covenant.
Originally from Armidale, we prst met Janine when she
came with the National Evengelisation Teams several
years ago. She was part of the Stanthorpe team, and got
to know our Sister Marie Taniais Mother there. When
the relics of St. Th@®r se came to Australia and our
monastery in 2002, Janine was one of the young people
who joined us for an all night prayer vigil in our Church.
When her copy of iSeeds of Carmeli was returned to us
over a year ago, we lost contact for a while. Now a very

modern missionary, she keeps in regular contact through
email.
